The INTERLINK curriculum emphasizes intensive language learning, 

academic preparation, and cultural awareness. It focuses on 

listening, speaking, reading, writing, and critical thinking skills 

necessary for academic and social adjustment. Communication 

Skills (CS) and Reading/Writing (RW) courses are offered at six 

proficiency levels, each level lasting nine weeks. An average class 

size is nine students, with a maximum range of 12-15. Students 

attend 20-23 hours of classes per week and participate in 

additional out-of-class projects.

INTERLINK 101 orients students to their new academic and social 

environment.  It familiarizes students with INTERLINK’s innovative, 

project-based approach to education, enabling them to benefit 

fully from its experiential and discovery-based components.

Guided Independent Study Projects (GISP)
